the Future to solve the housing problem of the people while the construction
sector is playing a pivotal role in the country’s development.

The Janasevana one million housing and settlement development drive is now being successfully
implemented throughout the country with broad public participation. The positive responses it has
drawn locally as well as internationally stands testimony to the success of the program.

The latest report of the United Nations on world urbanization and urban settlement for 2012-2013 has
stated that Sri Lanka’s urban as well as rural housing projects are being implemented successfully.
According to the report Sri Lanka occupies the second spot in the list of countries with minimum
urbanization. The reason attributed by the report for this was the extension of the hitherto urban
focused infrastructure facilities and construction of houses to cover the entire island. As of now, only
one out of five in the entire population lives in urban areas which is a ratio of 5:1 which also means
that four out of five persons of Sri Lanka reside in rural areas.

Our ministry took the initiative to construct 6389 houses in 2009 and 6547 houses in the year 2010
and with the launch of the Janaesevana One Million Housing Program, the Ministry was able to
intervene to construct over 30,000 houses in the year 2011. I am happy to say that by the end of 15
October this year, the Ministry of Housing was involved in the construction of 31252 houses. In
comparison to the projected target of this year, the number of house built as of 15 October is 78.13%
of the target. These figures related only to the houses constructed with the contribution of institutions
coming under the purview of our Ministry. If the contributions made by the other institutions to the
construction of houses is taken into account,, the actual number of houses constructed during this
period is much higher.

On page 21 of the ‘Mahinda Chintana- Towards a new Sri Lanka’ Policy Framework of 2005, a
pledge was given to construct 255 new houses in each village. The report of the population and
housing census statistics have pointed out that only 700,000 families are without a permanent shelter.
The clear drop of the housing needs is indicative of the success of the housing program executed
under the Mahinda Chintana program.

Under the ‘Janasevana Nagamu Purawara’ not only houses were granted to homeless families, but
multi storey housing schemes which had not been subject to any restoration for well over 40 years
were fully modernized. Against this backdrop, the proposal of His Excellency the President to
increase the provision for housing sector by Rs. 750 million for uplifting the living standard of the flat
dwellers while carrying out renovations is highly commendable. Further, the accomplishments of
Janasevana Swashakthi Human Development Program aimed at improving living conditions of the
people of underserved urban settlements can be credited to the encouraging response of the people
living in them.

The country liberated totally from the clutches of terrorism has entered a new era of accelerated
development where the Construction, Engineering Services, Housing and Common Amenities sectors
play a prominent role. Therefore we all should commit ourselves in unison to overcome the
challenges and be proud partners of the endeavour to create a new Sri Lanka.

1.2 Introduction

Three years have lapsed since the conclusion of the 30-year old war. All ministries and public
sector institutions under the guidance of His Excellency the President are working in unison
in development efforts aimed at the speedy revival of the war ravaged and conflict retarded
nation.

For the attainment of sustainable development, it is imperative to strike a proper balance
between human and economic development.

“Mahinda Chintana-Vision for the Future” national policy framework too has emphatically
stated that the family which is the most basic of the social units is the motive force of the
development thrust.

Addressing the housing problem and the growth in the construction sector have directly
contributed to the development process of the country. In overcoming or realizing these
challenges, the Ministry of Construction, Engineering Services, Housing and Common
Amenities has been entrusted with an enormous responsibility and this has become a key role
of the Ministry.

For the development of the housing and construction sector of Sri Lanka, the Ministry of
Construction, Engineering Services, Housing and Common Amenities is obligated to serve as
a facilitator, regulator, policy maker, consultant and a coordinator in the Housing and
Construction sector.

To achieve the cherished goal of granting ownership of a house to every family of Sri Lanka
as laid out in the Mahinda Chintana policy framework, the Janasevana one million national
housing and settlement drive has been in operation since 2010 under the patronage of the
Minister of Construction, Engineering Services, Housing and Common Amenities, Hon.
Wimal Weerwansa.

Through this housing development drive, the aim is not only to increase the housing stock
qualitatively and quantitatively, but to bring about a socio-economic and cultural uplift of
people of those households.

In order to realize this objective, the National Housing Development Authority, the
Condominium Management Authority and Ocean View Development Private Limited which
are under the purview of the Ministry are implementing housing development programs
covering all communities and geographical locations of Sri Lanka to fulfill the housing needs
while raising funds through various strategies.

According to the 2011 Population and Housing Census, the total number of houses in Sri
Lanka is 5,195,331. Of them 4,471,444 are deemed as permanent houses. According to these
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statistics, the housing requirement of Sri Lanka is about 700,000. The housing development
programs for the year 2013 have been designed taking this information as the benchmark.

According to the reports of the Department of Census and Statistics, the contribution made by
the construction sector to the Gross Domestic Product in the second quarter of 2011 was 10.6
and during the second quarter of 2012 it grew to be 18.3.

For achieving such progress, the Ministry of Construction, Engineering Services, Housing
and Common Amenities and the governmental and semi-governmental institutions attached
to it made an active contribution thus becoming the prime stakeholder of that progress.

In Sri Lanka’s march towards being the wonder of Asia by 2016, precedence has been given
to the construction sector. By making use of the knowledge and labour of local construction
workers to bestow to the nation environmental friendly, sustainable constructions at a low
cost as per the needs of the country has enabled the country to save money which would
otherwise have been spent unnecessarily.

In order to satisfy this requirement, the Ministry has launched an ambitious program to train
the construction workers and employ them for the construction of houses.

Diverse training programs are conducted to inculcate knowledge attitude and skills required
to guide and create interest among those engaged in the construction sector and those who are
expected to enter the sector. In addition, preliminary measures have been taken to establish a
model park for the purpose of introducing standards for the construction sector and enabling
the provision of new technological precedents for the first time in Sri Lanka in Peliyagoda
area.

The construction institutions of our ministry — the State Engineering Corporation, the State
Development and Reconstruction Corporation, the Department of Buildings and the
Government Factory play a massive role in constructing roads, bridges as part of developing
infrastructure facilities which is the foundation of economic growth as well as maintaining
irrigation systems linked with ancient technology with the resurgence of the people familiar
with agriculture based life style and constructing other buildings required by the state.

In order to expedite the development activities, all institutions affiliated to our ministry have
launched websites under the implementation of the e-governance program. This has paved
the way for easy access to information relating to housing requirements of people and the
construction sector and enables downloading registration and forms and procurement
information and quotations.

The progress made by the Ministry of Construction, Engineering Services, Housing and
Common Amenities in the year 2012 in its endeavor for the future prosperity of Sri Lanka as
well as the plans proposed for the ensuing year are incorporated in this report.

1.3 Development Programs implemented by the Ministry

Progress of development activities as at 30 December 2012

01.Formulation of national policies
@ National Construction Policy

The construction sector makes a direct contribution to economic development of any country.
This national policy is expected to consolidate the sustainable development of the
construction sector and to give it global recognition and offer competitiveness edge at
regional level.

The policy is also geared towards protecting environment-friendliness during the construction
process, minimizing waste of resources and uplifting the living standard of workers involved
in the construction sector by offering practical solutions to the problems encountered by the
construction sector.

The national construction policy which was finalized subject to various amendments has now
received the approval of the National Planning Department and is due to be presented for
cabinet approval.

@ National Housing Policy.

The need for a national housing policy arose to resolve various problems that emerge during
housing development activities and fulfill the future housing requirements of the country and
the final draft of the policy has already been formulated.

The above amended national housing policy is being reviewed further and needs to be
presented for cabinet approval. Upon the cabinet endorsement, action will be taken for the
implementation of the national housing policy.

@ Construction Industry Development Act.

Since the construction industry is having a direct impact on the development of the country,
the Ministry initiated action to introduce a Construction Industries Development Act with a
view to elevate it to a higher level of efficiency and quality enabling the sector to be more
competitive regionally and globally. This Act has been submitted for the approval of the
Cabinet subcommittee and the amendments by the subcommittee too have been incorporated
and submitted to the Legal Draftsman.
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02. Creating Public Awareness on Development Programs

@ Janasevana Newspaper Supplement.

The Janasevana newspaper, to create awareness among public and other institutions regarding
the operations of the Janasevana Housing and Settlement Development Drive and the
development activities initiated by other institutions affiliated to the Ministry was launched
on 18Hh March 2011 to be distributed as a supplement of the Dinamina newspaper of
Associated Newspapers Limited. The Janasevana supplement is distributed island-wide on
the third Friday of every month along with the Dinamina newspaper. This has served as an
eye opener for a number of other ministries.

03. Strengthening management and productivity of the Ministry and affiliated
institutions.

@ Productivity program.

The productivity program is being introduced with the aim of regularizing and streamlining
the activities of the Ministry and providing a high-quality service to the clientele.
Applications were submitted for the National Productivity Awards Ceremony and the
Productivity Secretariat conducted a site inspection.

In addition, various competitions, workshops and lectures were conducted to boost the
efficiency, productivity and the spirit of team work of the officials of the Ministry.

@ Implementation of Management Reforms Program.

The Ministry entered into a management agreement with the Ministry of Public Management
Reforms on 23-05-2012 to implement management reform programs in the ministry and in
selected institutions under the purview of the Ministry.

In line with this agreement, the Department of Buildings and the National Housing
Development Authority were selected under the first phase for the implementation of the
management reform societies and the management reform societies in each institution
functioned under the guidance of the consultants appointed by the Ministry of Public
Management Reforms. As of now, the functions relevant to the Department of Buildings and
its process of work have been reviewed and final recommendations have been submitted and
the final recommendations of the National Housing Development Authority are due to be
obtained.

For the implementation of the management reform societies under the second phase of the
program, the Condominium Management Authority and the State Development and
Construction Corporation have been selected.
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04. Other Programs .

@ Japanese International Corporation Voluntary Workers Program.

A sum of Rs. 1.5 million has been allocated for the implementation of this program in the
year 2012. By now, the district offices of the National Housing Development Authority in the
Kegalla, Ratnapura, Monaragala, Vavuniya, Trincomalee and Matale are implementing
projects for the provision of infrastructure facilities. The amount spent thus far is Rs. 1.171
million.

@® wWorld Habitat Day-2012.

The United Nations has designated the first Monday of October every year as World Habitat
Day. Various programs were conducted to celebrate this year’s World Habitat Day under the
theme “Changing Cities-Building Opportunities”. The main commemorative ceremony was
held on Monday the 01st of October, 2012 at the Colombo Municipal Ground under the
patronage of His Excellency the President Mahinda Rajapaksa.

In keeping with the changes in the urban settlements The 2012 World Habitat Day program
was implemented as the “Janasevana Swashakthi Urban Drive” with the aim of affording
more opportunities to the majority of urban low income earners living in urban settlements.

A program to uplift the living standards of 200,000 beneficiaries of 30,000 families residing
in 200 low facility settlements in the City of Colombo and other urban areas along with
improved environment and housing facilities was put into action.

The Janasevana Swashakthi Urban Drive was implemented by the National Housing
Development Authority and the Condominium Management Authority during the past 6
months under the auspices of the Urban Settlement Development Authority.

Involving 1000 community leaders in the urban development process, self-employment
opportunities for strengthening economy of women of 25,000 families, implementing an
urban housing loan scheme for improvement of housing of low income community,
conducting moral uplift program for the family members of settlements were some of the
programs put into action to mark World Habitat Day.

Arts, essay and drama competitions were organized with the aim of promoting artistic skills
of urban children. In addition sports tournaments were organized for the urban community.

Renovating flats housing schemes and granting houses too were carried out. The above
programs implemented in connection with World Habitat Day culminated with Habitat Week
conducted from 24-30 September.

Introduction

The Institute of Construction and Training and Development (ICTAD) is an organization
established under the State Industrial Corporations Act No. 49 of 1957. Currently it comes
under the purview of the Ministry of Construction, Engineering Services, Housing and
Common Amenities and functions under a Board of Directors headed by its chairman.

Vision

To create a reliable and globally
competitive construction industry in Sri
Lanka

Mission

To ensure dynamic, professional and reliable value added services to
the nation through regulation and facilitation of the development of
construction industry resources and promotion of quality standards to
meet local and global requirements for sustainable development

01. Consultancy Service Division

This division provides following services based on the needs of contractors, consultants,
clients, policy makers, manufacturers and investments.
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@ Provision of Consultancy Service to Construction Sector.

Procurement instructions and advisory services and surveying instructions for contract
administration and building work are provided by this division. So far the Consultancy
Service Division has provided advisory services to 1,473 contractors.

@ Intervention in settlement of disputes, facilitation and nomination and
appointment of arbitrators.

Make interventions in settling disputes related to contract documents, payments and contract
management. Ten disputes have been settled up to August 2012 and five more are in the
process of being settled.

®) Monthly publication of ICTAD construction statistics

Seven monthly publications giving details on price fluctuations of 58 items such as building
materials, labour cost, machinery and equipment were published by the end of August 2012.

@ Provision of consultancy service to selected small-scale projects on project
management, Consultancy Services and Independent Reports

When project management services and consultancy services are sought by non-technical
public sector institutions, such services are made available. At present, consultancy services
are being provided for several projects.

@ Publishing/ amending/ translating publications of ICTAD.

Drafting new documents for the construction industry, amending existing documents, guiding
subcommittees and policymakers and recommending drafts are carried out by the division. A
new publication is to be drafted in December and another publication is being amended at
present. .

® Conducting seminars.

Seminars and workshops aimed at developing professional and technicians are conducted and
seminars on price fluctuations, effective administration of contracts and methods of solving
contractual disputes have been conducted. Another seminar is planned to be conducted within
the next two months.

02. Development Division
@ Registration, grading of contractors and provision of other services.

Over 2500 contractors have been registered with ICTAD and a database of them too is
maintained. During the first nine months of 2012, 403 new registrations, 257 promotions of
grades and 505 renewals of registration have been carried out.
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@ National awards for construction excellence.

With the objective of achieving higher standards in the construction industry, an annual
award ceremony was inaugurated in 1990 by the Institute of Construction Training and
Development as an incentive to professionals and experts involved in the industry.

It recognizes and excellence in construction management, advanced professionalism with
qualitative and technical skills, introduction of innovative and most appropriate technology
and techniques adopted by professional technicians.

Evaluations have been carried out now for the presentation of awards for 2012 and
arrangements have been made to hold the awards ceremony on 15 November.

@ ICTAD Journal

This journal is published with the objective of disseminating information pertaining to the
quality standards of the construction industry. It provides information and articles useful for
the advancement of the construction industry. The journal was published annually from 2005
and from 2010 it was designed as a reference journal. It introduces new construction
techniques to the people.

® Electronic Registration of contractors.

The launch of the website of ICTAD has given the opportunity for contractors in distance
places to register with ICTAD from their own districts using the Internet. This has made the
registration process more convenient.

@ Construction of a Construction Technological Theme Park.

At present, urban buildings as well as buildings constructed in rural areas have become alien
to environment in composition as well as in the architectural outlook. The reason that can be
attributed to this is the absence of model buildings that can be emulated. The result is poor
constructions lacking environmental friendliness and energy efficiency. To address this
problem, the youths should be exposed to environmental friendly, energy friendly housing
models. With this objective, a Technological Theme Park is being constructed in a Colombo
suburb. The project was launce don 22.05.2012 and expected to be completed in 2014.

03. Training Division
@® Contract and procurement management course.

This course has been designed for senior and executive grade officers of the public and
private sector institutions involved in the construction sector to provide theoretical and
practical training to them on the preparation of contract procurement documents and effective
management in the construction sector.
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During the year, 40 officers connected with the construction sector have been trained under
this programme.

@ Conducting courses in Sinhala and Tamil Medium on tendering and
surveying of worksite for small and medium scale contractors.

This course is conducted with the aim of improving skills of small and medium scale
contractors registered with ICTAD.

All newly registered contractors in C7 and lower grades should follow this course and in
renewing their registration, they have to confirm the participation in this course. This course
is conducted annually in the Sinhala and Tamil medium and in 2012 four courses were
conducted with a total participation of 156 contractors.

@ Training Construction Supervisors.

For the training of construction supervisors required for the construction industry, joint
training programs are conducted in collaboration with the Ministry of Economic
Development and 30 construction supervisors have already being trained under this program.

@ Training Quantity Surveyors required for the Construction Industry.

A number of courses have been conducted under to train professionals required for the
construction sector under the Settlement Planning Centre with the aim of developing human
resources. To train the quantity surveyors required for the construction sector, quantity
surveyor certificate course, quantity surveyor diploma course and quantity surveyor advanced
diploma course were conducted.

04. Construction Equipment Training Center.

This center conducts various training courses for technical assistants, technicians, senior
technicians; supervisors, engineers and project managers of the construction sector and so far
40 courses have been conducted training 1,211 construction technicians

05. Construction Equipment Operator Training Centre.

The centre, which is the only public sector construction equipment operator institute in Sri
Lanka, conducts training courses for construction equipment operators who have a high
demand locally and internationally. Training is provided on construction machinery such as
bulldozers, loaders, excavators and motor graders with special emphasis on hands-on
operating skills on safety, basic maintenance and operating technology.

02. Contribution for the Janasevana Housing Project

@ The State Engineering Corporation contributed to a number of housing construction
projects of the Janasevana Housing Project.

I.  Construction of the Angulana housing project consisting of 144 housing units in a
9-storey building at a cost of Rs. 425 million
II.  Completing the Sinhapura housing scheme with 03 housing complexes with five
storey buildings within a year at a cost of Rs 125 million and vesting with people
II.  Commencing the construction work of Lunawa Housing Project with 356 housing
units in 2012.The project is estimated to cost Rs 875 million.
IV.  Renovating Maligawatta Housing Scheme at a cost of Rs. 269 million. Restoration
of the drain system and the road network is now underway.

03. Provincial road carpeting project

@ Identifying the broader opportunities available in the road sector, projects like carpeting
rural roads is being implemented under a special operations division. Currently it has
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undertaken projects amounting to Rs.9000 million. The cumulative length of roads
expected to be completed by this division in the three districts of Galle, Ratnapura and
Matale is 710 kilometers.

@ The institution is in possession of machinery worth nearly Rs. 1000 million

The State Engineering Corporation has received various types of machinery required for the
road development projects being carried out in several districts under the rural road carpeting
project and the gross value of this stock of machinery is estimated at Rs 1,000 million.

This is the first time ever in the history of the Corporation that it has received such a large
number of machinery at the same time. The fleet includes all types of machinery required for
construction and development of roads. With the objective of producing ‘asphalt’, the basic
raw material required for the projects, by the Corporation itself, to expedite the road
development projects and minimize costs, the production activities of the two asphalt
processing plants of the corporation which have a capacity of 800 metric tons are to be
launched by November 2012.

04. Upgrading Common Amenities

® The Sri Wickrema community hall constructed with the aim of improving common
amenities of the people was vested with people and a number of buildings for maternity
clinics are being constructed. Among them, the Paththaduwana (Rs 5.18 million),
Horagollagala (Rs 9.06 million), Walgammulla (Rs Rs 6.1 million) and Maligatenna (Rs.
15.3 million) clinics have already been constructed.

® A bus halt stand of a new design was built for the Diyatha Park, Battaramulla as a
community service project.

05. Progress of the Machinery Division

® The National Machinery Institute which was running at a loss was amalgamated with the
State Engineering Corporation on 31 January, 2011 and was converted into a profit
making venture by limiting the number of regional offices through a new business plan.
Further, a provision of Rs 100 million received from the Treasury was used to repair
machinery and equipment which contributed to increased efficiency.

@ Of this amount, Rs 89 million was used to overhaul 24 pieces of machinery including
motor graders, crawler tractors and rollers. A sum of nearly Rs 10 million was earned in
the months of January and February alone by using these repaired machines. In the year
2011, a turnover of Rs. 128 million was posted by providing machines on hire basis.
During the first three months of 2012, the turnover recorded by hiring machines was Rs
35 million.

@ Significantly, the institution has gone beyond the provision of machinery on hire basis
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and has now undertaken projects on its own to the value of Rs. 381 million. Those
include the renovation of the Maligwatta flats housing scheme, construction of roads in
the Wilpattu area and the demarcation the Somawathi sacred area.

06. Developing Land in Peliyagoda

Under the plan to modernize and develop the Peliyagoda land, a project has been launched to
develop the 16.5 acre land of the state Engineering Corporation located at Peliyagoda.
Under the project a construction city complex to be named “C —City” where all building
materials and services of the construction sector can be procured is proposed to be
constructed. It will provide facilities to purchase all building materials under one roof.
Similar to such construction cities in developed countries, two main buildings, each with a
floor area of 100,000 square feet are proposed to be constructed.

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2.3. State Development and Construction Corporation I

Introduction

State Development & Construction Corporation (SD &CC) was incorporated on 01 October
1971 as an engineering institution under the State Industrial Corporation Act No. 49 of 1957
and is currently under the purview of the Ministry of Construction, Engineering Services,
Housing and Common Amenities.

SD&CC has been playing a leading role in developing infrastructure facilities of the country
by constructing bridges, roads, multi-storied buildings, irrigation structures, tunnels and water
supply projects and is the foremost institution in bridge construction. It is also the only local
construction organization capable of constructing tunnels.

Progress of development programs in 2012 I

@ Construction of bridges

The Corporation is currently engaged in the construction of 15 bridges out of which five have
already been completed and handed over to the relevant authorities. Among them are several
steel bridges constructed under a British funded project. The bridges that have been
completed are the two iron bridges on the Deniyaya-Madampe road, two iron bridges along
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the Hiniduma-Opatha-Pitabeddara road and the bridge across Nikawatura Oya (Kaluganga
south bank) and the Moragahakanda Bridge.

The largest of all these bridges is the New Kalladi Bridge being built across the Batticaloa
lagoon at a cost of 1,350.00 million rupees. This new two—lane bridge is constructed as the
existing single lane bridge is not sufficient for high volume of transport and traffic. The new
bridge will have two lanes for cyclists and two pavements on either side. The base of the
bridge is consisted of concrete columns on broad piles. The concrete beams required for this
purpose were designed by the Planning Division of the Corporation and are also produced in
the worksite.

The construction work of the first phase of the bridge has been completed at a cost of Rs.
344.0 million. The production of concrete beams is now being carried out expeditiously.

Construction work of the Kalladi Bridge has to be completed before the end of 2012 and at
present 40% of the work has been completed. This is a project of the Road Development
Authority and Oriental Consultants-Japan serves as its consultant. As the subcontractor
“Maga” is in charge of post-reinforcement of concrete beams.

@ Construction of Highways

The corporation undertook the construction of 8 road projects this year and of them the
construction works of the Talduwa-Meewitigammana road project, Ambanganga-
Thorapitiya road of the Moragahakanda project and Kalawana-Rakwana road project have
been completed. Among these projects are two high cost district projects handed over to the
Corporation in June and under the project the relevant roads have to be rehabilitated and laid
with asphalt and concrete.

Of the two projects, the total value of the Kegalla district provincial road project with a total
length of 138 kilometers is Rs. 3,900.00. The projects include provincial roads of nine
electorates and up to now work amounting to Rs. 1150.0 has been completed. This project
has to be completed during this year.

The total value of the Polonnaruwa district provincial road project with a total length of 138
kilometers is Rs. 2,190.0.00. The projects include provincial roads of three electorates and the
work of 71 kilometers has now been completed at a cost of Rs. 1150.0 and this has been
completed and this project is scheduled to be completed this year.

@ Construction of Buildings

The Corporation has undertaken four building projects this year which have to be completed
before the end of the year. Of them, the construction activities of the three- storey building of
the Batalagoda Paddy Research Centre are on the final phase. Approximately 79% of the
work has been completed. In addition, the construction work of the four-storey building of
the Textile Division of the Moratuwa University has been completed.
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@ Construction of Water Supply Project

The Corporation is working in collaboration with the Water Supply and Drainage Board in
constructing water treatment plants and water tank towers throughout the island. The
remaining work of the project of waste disposal container system of the Water Treatment
Plant at Katugastota was completed at the beginning of the year and handed over to the
relevant authorities. The total value of the project is Rs. 109 million.

@ Construction of Irrigation Projects

The Corporation which has contributed to the construction of various irrigation projects in the
island is now engaged in the Deduru Oya project of the Irrigation Department. The Deduru
Oya reservoir of this mega project covers Wariyapola, Maspotha and Ganewatta areas in the
Kurunegala District and upon the completion of the project, the long-suffering people of the
Kurunegala and Puttlam districts due to shortage of water will be immensely benefited. It will
also enable the cultivation of 27,000 acres of farming lands.

The project consists of anicuts, irrigation canals and dams and the associated infrastructure
facilities and the construction work of the irrigation canal of the project carrying water along
the southern bank has been entrusted to the SD&CC. The estimated cost of this construction
is Rs 300 million. Accordingly the construction work of two concrete basins, each with a
length of 55 meters and another with 77 meters and three causeway cum bridges with
concrete beams along road used for maintenance activities of the basins is being carried out
by the Corporation and 60% of the construction work has now been completed and the
remaining work has to be completed by the end of the year.

The Corporation has also undertaken the renovation of the 1,425 meter long
Siyambalangamuwa dam of the Irrigation Department at Galigamuwa, Anuradhapura
District. The total cost of the project is Rs. 119.86 million. Renovation work on either side of
the road and the apex road remains to be completed. Up to now, work amounting to Rs 61
million has been completed and it has been planned to complete the remaining renovation
activities in 2012.

@ Precast Concrete products

The corporation has four concrete yards. Precast and pre-stressed concrete products required
for construction activities as well as beams for bridges, transmission poles and pipes are
manufactured at the 4 pre-cast concrete yards at Ratmalana, Bopitiya, Weragantota and
Medawachchiya. Currently 69% of the target has been achieved by manufacturing items to
the value of Rs. 297.87 million.

@ Tar mixed asphalt (Carpet) Production

The provincial road carpeting projects of the Kegalla and Polonnaruwa districts handed over
to the SD&CC Corporation under the patronage of Economic Development Minister Hon.
Basil Rajapaksa are among the most prominent of the projects assigned to the Corporation.
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We also received a fleet of heavy machinery required for this purpose. Of them, the carpet
producing machines worth millions of rupees are of special significance.

One of the machines is currently installed at Amithirigala area in Ruwanwella and the other is
installed at Polonnaruwa and each machine has the capacity to produce 400-600 carpet tons
per day. The two machines which are working to the full capacity now enabling us to save a
huge amount of money which otherwise would have spent on carpet is a significant capital
gain of the company. In addition to the saving of money, it has resulted in the creation of a
number of job opportunities. Among the basic raw materials for producing carpet, molten tar,
rock dust and metal (1/2” - %4”) are important and by way of meta crushers and tar melting
machines to produce these raw materials on our own we received further assistance from the
Ministry of Economic Development. At present a large metal crusher has been installed at
the Bopitiya precast yard and its productions activities have commenced. The tar melting
machine too has been installed at the Bopitiya precast yard.

@ Tunnels, canals, dams and power plants

Our corporation has excelled in constructing tunnels. It contributes to the development drive
of the country by constructing tunnels for power generation projects and irrigation schemes.
Canyon power plant and tunnel, the Bowatenna power plant and the tunnel and the dam,
Welioya irrigation scheme tunnel, the Deraniyagala power plant and the tunnel stand
testimony to our excellence in tunnel building.

Construction and maintenance of tunnels too is a function assigned to the Corporation. The
Corporation has renovated tunnels of the Polgolla, Bowatenna, Canyon and Wimalasurendra
power plants. The corporation which shouldered such stupendous constructions is poised to
take up similar challenges in the future thus and contribute to development programs of the
country.

All mechanical engineering activities of the project have been assigned to the Government
Factory and the fabrication and installation of 04 sluice gates and 06 emergency sluice gates
on the right and left banks have already been completed and fabrication 06 steel radial gates
is now in progress at the government factory. Arrangements have also been made to purchase
hoisting accessories for these gates. Three steel pipelines with 1.8 meters in circumference
and 17 meters long for carrying water to the power plant being constructed for generating 2.5
Megawatts have been installed at the Deduru Oya worksite. In addition, 3 intake gates to let
water in to the power plant and 3 stop logs and 3 trash racks to prevent waste material from
entering and 3 raking machines to clean trash racks are to be fabricated and installed.

Two scour gates and 2 emergency gates to drain out water containing waste are also being
fabricated in the factory. A sum of Rs 550 million has been allocated for these projects and
work amounting to Rs 250 million has so far been completed.

@ Rambakan Oya Project

Installation of infrastructure facilities and supply of water is of vital importance for uplifting
living standard of about two hundred thousand people resettled in the Eastern Province
liberated from the clutches of terrorism. The Rambakan Oya project in the Mahaoya areas in
Ampara was launched with a view to attaining these objectives and two cast iron sluice gates
and 02 steel sluice gates required for water management have already been installed and the
fixing of 2 radial gates are now underway. Already Rs 70 million has been allocated for this
project which has been estimated for Rs 90.00 million and the project is expected to be
completed by the end of this year.

@ Ellapathana Project

The Department of Irrigation placed an order with the Government Factory to fabricate and
install 04 radial gates required for water management in the Ellapthana project implemented
in the Anuradhapura District. These gates have already been fabricated and installed and
measures will be taken to operate them after receiving hoisting accessories. The total cost of
the project is estimated at Rs 56 and the amount spent so far is Rs 30 million.
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@ Thondamanaru Project

An order was received from the Department of Irrigation to sand blast, paint and fix rubber
beading for leakage of water in the 18 steel gates fixed at the Thondamanaru lagoon in the
Jaffna District to prevent flooding of sea water and the relevant activities are being executed.
The estimated cost for this project is Rs 18 million.

@ Attikkawewa Project

Measures have already been taken to purchase the necessary raw materials to construct 8
radial gates required for water management of the Attikka Wewa tank in the Hambantota
District. Civil engineering activities of the project is being carried out by the Department of
Irrigation and on completion of these activities, the radial gates fabricated at the factory will
be fixed.

4.1 National Housing Development Authority (NHDA) I
Introduction

The National Housing Development Authority was incorporated by the National Housing
Development Authority, Act No. 17 of 1979 to undertake Housing Development activities in
SriLanka.

The Authority with its head office in Colombo carries out its activities on an island wide
basis through a network of 26 district offices and 03 metropolitan offices.

Development Programs implemented in 2012 I

@ Housing Development Program

The National Housing Development Authority is implementing the Janasevana one million
national housing drives for addressing housing problems by constructing one million houses
over the next few years beginning from 2011. The program has planned to achieve the target
0f 39,943 housing units in 2012 with an estimated cost of Rs 9900.20 million. This program
will be implemented in each district of the country covering every strata of the society.
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The total financial provision allocated for the year2012 was Rs 1336.00 million which was
made up of Rs 1000 million for housing development, Rs 161 million for developing
infrastructure facilities of existing old housing schemes, Rs. 50 million for paying
compensation for lands acquired for old housing schemes, Rs 100 million for Deyata Kirula
program and Rs 25 million as operation costs of the Janasevana Upahara program.

@ Rural and Semi-urban Program

Under this program, the Janasevana Viru Gammana and scattered housing programs are
implemented. The Viru Gammana Is implemented to pay tribute to war heroes while
scattered housing program is implemented as a strategy to address the housing problem of
low income earners. Under the twin programs, the NHDA grants a loan of Rs 200,000 for a
newly constructed house and a loan up to Rs 100,000 is given for upgrading existing houses.
In additional technical assistance is provided free of charge through the technical officers of
the Authority. Using local raw materials, making basic pre-stressed materials with the
participation of the family and minimizing the cost by utilizing the newly introduced
techniques enable the beneficiary to be owner of a house of which real value is much higher
than the actual cost.

In the year 2012, a sum of Rs 1000 million was estimated for this program with plans for
constructing 21,730 houses. As of 30 September 2012, construction work of 16,454 has
commenced and of them 3,469 had been completed. The Authority funnel led Rs 430.58.06
million from its internal income sources funds for the program while the treasury contributed
Rs. 407.95 for the project.

@ Janasevena Upahara Program

This is a program designed to provide a bank loan as a strategic move for solving the
housing problem of the lower middle class families either receiving a monthly salary or stable
income. The Authority in conjunction with the banks has made arrangements through a
simplified process to provide a loan on personal guarantees at concessionary interest rates
with a maximum ceiling of Rs 500,000.

During the year 2012, Bank of Ceylon, People’s Bank, National Savings Bank, State
Mortgage and Investment Bank, and the Regional Development Bank are to jointly invest Rs
3250 million for this program and plan to construct 12,166 houses. By now construction of
7,720 houses have commenced and of them 496 have been completed. The total investment
was Rs. 1,232.49 million.

@ Deyata Kirula Program
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It has been planned to construct 1,138 housing units in the Anuradhapura District parallel to
the Deyata Kirula national development program. A sum of Rs.173.16 has so far been
invested and 1,199 housing units have been developed.

) Sasunen Sevana Program

Under this program implemented with the involvement of temples, arrangements have been
made to construct 1,000 housing units in the year 2012, making the bond between the temple
and village dating back to many centuries, more meaningful.

By 30 September 2012, construction work of 147 houses was underway and 12 houses had
been completed. The total investment for this project was Rs 12.48 million.

@ Sahasaviya and Resettlement Housing Program

Arrangements were made to develop 2,290 houses by coordinating decentralized and external
funds, the Ministry of Resettlement and the Ministry of Culture and Arts. By 30 September
2012, construction of 995 housing units was completed. The investment for this program was
Rs.113.54 million.

@ Sahasra Lanka Housing Program

Arrangements have been made to commence work of 10 housing schemes and as of now
Siyane Uyana Watta- Yakkala, Wellangolla-Kurunegala and Elvitigala Housing Projects have
been started.

&) Nagamu Puravara Housing Program

This was a project implemented to rehabilitate housing schemes in Colombo which are more
than 30 years old. Under this program a sum of Rs.161.57 will be invested in 2012 to
rehabilitate the Maligawatta and Soyzapura housing schemes.

The renovation activities of the phase I of the Maligawatta have been completed and phase II
and the renovations at Soyzapura are in progress. The amount spent so far on this was
Rs.79.86 million.

@ Confirmation of Property Right

Under this program, freehold deeds have been granted to 2,352 families residing in housing schemes
of the NHDA.
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, Payment of Compensation for lands

The payment of compensation to land owners for lands acquired for housing development
and take over the possession of such land and to grant such possession back to recipients of
houses are executed under this program. The provision allocated by the Treasury for this
purpose was Rs.50 million and so far compensation amounting to Rs.40.81 has so far been
paid.

@® Programs continuing from 2011

13,423 housing units out of 15,390 units that were started in 2011 and could not be completed
have now been completed. The investment made was Rs. 896.53 million.

@® Provision of vehicle facilities to district offices

To make the process of constructing house more efficient, 10 double cab vehicles with a total
value of Rs.6.1 million were provided to 10 district offices.

1. Janasevana Sahasra Lanka Urban Development Housing Program

Under the Janasevana National Housing and Settlement Development Drive which is
implemented with the aim of providing the ownership of a house within the next six years for

homeless people as envisioned by the Mahinda Chintana —Vision for the Future, this
?oject i1s implemented using a partnership approach to settle the dwellers of underserved
settlements in Colombo and other urban areas in flats replete with required facilities and to
provide standardized houses for urban housing with limited facilities.

Through this approach, houses with facilities will be provided to settlement dwellers while
freeing valuable urban lands for redevelopment activities.

Sinhapura Housing Project, Borella- Second Phase

This 60-unit housing project inaugurated on 01 March 2011, was completed on 01 March
2012, i.e. within a period of just one year and was vested with beneficiaries. A provision
amounting to Rs. 175 million was approved for this purpose.

@ Angulana multi storeyed Housing Scheme, Moratuwa

This multi-storey housing scheme with 288 housing units is constructed, giving priority to
resettling families affected by sea erosion within the Moratuwa Urban Council area. The
amount estimated for the 15t and 274 phase of the project was Rs.920 million.
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So far a sum of Rs.515.41 million has been spent on the project achieving a physical progress
of 45%.

@ Lunawa Rehousing Project

The Lunawa Janasevana Multi-Storey Housing Project is constructed with the objective of
providing houses with all amenities for 356 families in underserved settlements in the
Moratuwa area. This project is expected to be completed in two years. A financial provision
of Rs.227 million has been approved for 2012 and the construction work has got off the
ground.

@ Anuradhapura Haritha Gammana Project

The Haritha Gammana (Green Villages) Project was launched in a 16-acre land in
Katukeliyawa, parallel to the "Deyata Kirula’ National Development Program. The number of
houses proposed to be constructed under this project 108 at an estimated cost of Rs.74.5
million.

@ Janasevana Diriya’ Housing Project

An overwhelming majority of people without a house at present do not have the means to
construct a house of their own and have shown no will or interest in constructing a house and
appear to be in a dependent mentality waiting for the government to construct houses for
them. The ‘Diriya’ project was launched to bring about an attitudinal change of these people
and infuse interest in them to construct a house.

Through this program, temporary and semi-permanent houses in urban areas will be
converted into standardized abodes and the target communities are socially, economically and
culturally empowered while guaranteeing a sustainable urban housing development process.

Under this program, 500 houses of the pilot stage will be erected in the local government
areas of the Colombo district and a sum of Rs 100 million has been approved for this
purpose. 250 beneficiaries have been selected for this purpose and a sum of Rs 20 million has
been distributed as the first installment among them. The program is to be extended further to
cover another 250 beneficiaries in the future.

@ Janasewana Swashakthi Human Development Program

The prime objective of the Janasevana Swashakthi Human Development Program is to assist
in promoting socioeconomic condition of the people of urban settlements through the
empowerment of community based organizations in them. The Urban Development
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Authority, Colombo Municipal Council, National Savings Bank, the Western Province
Department of Agriculture lends its support to this program. The following are implemented

under this project.

e Assisting the community and other service systems to take decision on development by
collecting information and data on settlements.

e Establishing Janasevana Swashakthi Settlement Committees.

e Providing facilities for savings and loans. (micro financing)

e Guidance for self -employment and vocational training

e Assisting in the promotion of urban agriculture

e Training on solid waste management

e Implementing educational and cultural programs for children and youth.

The proposed number of houses in this housing scheme catering to the middle class housing
needs is 30. (10 single storey housing units and 20 two-storey housing units) The total
estimated cost of the project is Rs.112 million and by the end of this year 07 houses are
expected to be completed. The project is scheduled to be completed in 2014.

o Foster housing scheme.

Under this project launched for low income earners with the theme of ‘Houses for all’ , 5
houses have been constructed in the Kaduwela Pradeshiya Sabha area and five houses each
have been completed in Moratuwa, Piliyandala, Mirihana, Polonnaruwa and Polpitigama and
up to now Rs.13 million has been spent o on the project.

@ Repairing Tower Building

The renovation of Tower Building belonging to this institution at Bambalapitiya is
implemented under this program. Internal decoration of housing units and modernization of
the entrance of the building are now being carried out and in 2012 a sum of Rs.7 million is
planned to be spent and as of 30 September 2012, the amount spent was Rs.5.33 million.

5.1 Condominium Management Authority (CMA)

Introduction

The Condominium Management Authority established under the Common Amenities Board
Act No. 24 of 2003 is the regulatory body on condominium construction and management.
Further, the main objective setting up of this Authority is to regulate the terms of the
Apartment Ownership Act amended as per Act No. 45 of 1982 and Act No. 39 of 2003.

Vision

“Condominium colonies as a solution to the
housing requirement of the country”

Mission

Encouraging and educating people to use colonies with common
amenities and efficient provision of regulatory, managerial, supervisory,
mediatory and consultative services and partnering to achieving targets of
the field with the innovative use of colonies with common amenities.

1. Guiding the management corporation for properly carrying out management, maintenance,
control and administration of common amenities and common elements of condominium
property.

2. Ensuring proper maintenance and smooth operation of common amenities and common

Causing insurance activities to be carried on condominium property.

Taking action to prevent and remove unauthorized structures.

@ Issuance of Condominium Certificates

The main source of income of the Authority is the income generated through the issuance of
condominium certificates after construction of condominium property. As a result of the
process of issuing such certificates, the registration of buildings through forged documents
has come to a complete standstill. This process has also helped in guiding property
developers for the proper provision of common elements including fire safety systems and
the provision of common amenities such as water and electricity. Up to 30.09.2012, 40
condominium certificates had been issued earning Rs. 6.84 million.

@ Intervention in the establishment, registration and active maintenance of
Management Corporations

150 management corporations were established up to 30 September 2012, Of the
management corporations established in the year 2012, 127 were established in condominium
property constructed by the public sector while 23 were established in condominium property
constructed and disposed of by the private sector.

In addition steps were also taken to establish 32 management committees to familiarize
residents of housing schemes for which the condominium plan could not be registered owing
to the inability to obtain certificates of compliance and non-settlement of land issues and
those constructed by the National Housing Development Authority for which management
corporations cannot be established, on the functions of future management corporations.

As a result of greater amount of provisions being allocated from the national budget for the
renovation of old housing schemes, more management corporations could be established in
the housing schemes constructed by the National Housing Development Authority.

@ Renovating common elements of apartment housing schemes
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In the year 2012 too, a provision of Rs. 109.2 was allocated for the renovation of 7 housing
schemes, and plans were designed to complete the relevant renovation activities during the
year providing benefits to 671 families. Of the housing schemes planned to be renovated for
the 2012, renovations at the Kindawatta and Dehiwala schemes were completed and returned
to residents parallel to World Habitat Day 2012.

50% of the renovation activities of the four remaining housing schemes i.e. Bolamesawatta,
Kamkarupura, Dias Place- Aluthkade and Dissanayakewatta have been completed by 31.12.
2012.

. Amendment of Acts

As per the 2012 Action Plan, action is being pursued by the Cabinet of Ministers to submit
the final draft incorporating amendments to the Condominium Management Authority Act
No 10 of 1973 to the cabinet subcommittee on constitutional matters. Further, the
subcommittee is in the process of amending the Apartment Ownership Act No. 11 of 1971.

The prevailing problems and deficiencies in the condominium property sector are expected to
be overcome through these measures and is also aimed at providing a better quality service to
the relevant parties and to strengthen the revenue generating divisions of the Authority.

, Condominium Property Constructed under Tsunami Rehabilitation

Under the Tsunami rehabilitation program, 39 multi storey housing schemes and 30 twin
houses schemes have been constructed for people who were displaced by the 2004 Tsunami
calamity. In order to transfer the ownership of these properties, the Authority expects treasury
provisions and it is expected to finalize the necessary planning activities during the next 03
years and register in the Land Registry.
